These budgets were tentatively approved as presented with the exception of Administration which was reduced by 
$2,000, Mayor & Committee which was reduced by $4100 and Liability Insurance which was reduced by $13,000. 
 
The Township Committee had a brief discussion on what the across-the-board increase should be for non-contracted 
employees. 
 
The Township Committee then began the Form IV review process.  During the first go round, the Township 
Committee reviewed $611,972 in Form IV requests.  They tentatively approved $445,781 and rejected $165,191. 
 
 
Mayor Tobin opened the meeting to the public.   
 
Mr. Geoff Price, Planning Board member, 82 Zellars Road – stated that in the private sector it is hard to put a 
price tag on service.  You have to pay for quality service and that there should be a review process. 
 
Mr. Ted Ehrenburg, Former Washington Township Chief of Police – stated that good employees should be 
rewarded, especially Judy Madden and Diane Laracuente – Minutes Typist. 
 
There being no further comments or questions, Mayor Tobin closed the meeting to the public.
