Star Wars projects will vary depending on availability from the 
Lego Headquarters, but will probably include most of these NEW models which will vary by age level:  Separatist Shuttle, Y-wing, Droid Trifighter, ARC-170 Starfighter, 
Republic Swamp Speeder, Freeco Speeder, Tie Defender, Snow Trooper Battle-Pack, Rebel Trooper Battle Pack, Corporate Alliance Tank Droid, Venator-class Republic 
Attack Cruiser, The Battle of Endor, Republic Attack Shuttle, Echo Base, Hyena Droid Bomber, Clone Walker, Assassin Droids, Republic Gunship,Magna Guard Star-
Fighter, Rogue Shadow, AT-TP Walker, X-Wing Fighter,  Darth Vader’s Tie Fighter, Midi-scale Millennium Falcon, Pirate Tank, Ahsoha’s Star Fighter & Droids. Topics 
include simple machines, mechanical advantage, gear ratios, and a host of others.
